WFYR Strategic Plan Gathering: Paving the 

road ahead…shaping our future 
The gathering in San Diego (September 
12-16, 2011) was  very well attended; 
out of the 16 members of the Leadership 
Team we had only two regrets due to 
personal reasons. We had the privilege 
of the full participation of Susan 

Anderson, Jo Bagelmann and Martha Prado.  In addition, 
we were blessed with the partial presence of other dedicated 
WFYR members: Past Chair Prescott and Dee Johnson; 
Norris Lineweaver representing CanaFYR on behalf of Jack 
Bernhard; Oscar and Rocio Escalada from Mexico; Julius 
Jones (AYR Past-President) and Peter Post (World Service 
Chair) from the AYR; as well as Mary Tikalsky from the 
International Group, YMCA of the USA.  

The WFYR Leadership Team meetings were held in 
conjunction with the USA AYR Tri-Annual Gathering 

(Association of YMCA 
Retires) taking advantage of 
an exceptional venue, 
excellent programs, and 
ample opportunities for 
fellowship with the other 
200 USA retirees in 
attendance. The WFYR 
international presence was 

widely recognized and warmly welcomed. 
It was a good time for fellowship, as we gathered to shape 

our 2011-2014 Strategic Plans, “Paving the Road Ahead”. Based 
on the strong foundation build by our predecessors, we 
reaffirmed the WFYR overarching goal of: “fostering fellowship 
among YMCA retirees around the world”. 

Discussions were focused on the five following categories: 1) 
Review the role, structure and functions of the organizations; 2) 
Support the work and efforts of the Secours Speciaux Committee 
of the World Alliance of YMCAs; 3) Foster the implementation 
of a pilot project to test the feasibility of the Global Retirement 
Initiative (GRI); 4) Assess  the current 
communications strategy/Bridges, 5) 
Develop a strategy to increase national 
fellowship organizations. 

Under the leadership of Vice Chair 
Hank Bagelmann , a task force is 
working to polish the final document 
relating to the role, structure and 
functions of the organization. It is 
expected to be ready during the first 
quarter of next year, and will be 
available in an electronic format to all 

WFYR members. 
During the discussions two major upcoming events were 

identified for WFYR participation: 1) CanaFYR Gathering at 
Geneva Park, Ontario, Canada on September 18-20, 2012 and 2) 
The YMCA Europe Youth Festival in Prague, Czech Republic in 
August 4-10, 2013. It was also decided that an extended WFYR 
Leadership Team meeting should be planned in conjunction with 
the next World Council Meeting in July of 2014, to be held at 
Estes Park, Colorado, USA.  

 I don’t want to miss this opportunity to extend once again 
our gratitude to all the members of the Leadership Team in 
attendance and to AYR for the generous financial support that 
made the gathering in San Diego possible. Our special thanks also 
to the five following AYR chapters: Allen-Stone; C.B. Willis; 
Earl W. Brandenburg; D. Williams Lyon and Weidensall Cluster 
Grand Canyon for their financial support. 

Many good things did happen during this gathering, the most 
important one being the opportunity to be together for several 
days, united in fellowship and aiming for the same purpose. If you 
would like to have additional information feel free to let me know 
and I will be happy to send you an electronic copy of the minutes.

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                                 GERMANY  
Reinhart Weiss has a long history of involvement with 

YMCA retirees (Seniors as they are called in Germany).  He sent 
copies of their magazine which is published annually. They regret 
that budget limitations prevent more publications than one per 
year.  Members do communicate often by letter and E mail.  Last 
spring they had 94 participants at a meeting in Saxony (former 
East Germany)  In the previous year they traveled to London and 
thoroughly enjoyed being overwhelmed by the experience. Side 
trips to the burial place of Sir George Williams in St. Paul’s 
Cathedral, Westminster Abbey, the British Museum and, of 
course, Harrods department store, made for a most memorable 
trip.  Bridges looks forward to reporting on events and 
memories from a planned trip to Turkey this year and hopes that 
the recent earthquake in that country did not deter the event.    

Reinhart ended his written report with kind regards and 
joined all of WFYR in loving prayer. 

              SWEDEN    
Bridges does not have regular communications with our 

retired colleagues in Sweden, but their report to WFYR indicates 
that they have about 200 seniors in their YW-YM network. That 
number includes former staff and volunteers.  Currently only 
about fifty persons participate in senior activities.  Similar to 
many countries, they note that YWCA-YMCA staff  are 
becoming more short time skilled specialists and the number of 
staff feeling a life- long commitment to the movement are rapidly 
decreasing. 

Anita Andersson provided historical information on their 
Ynglingafoening movement which dates back to 1855, but does 
not credit George Williams with the initial inspiration.  Many 
kinds of Christian Youth Organizations were brought together by 
Henri Durant, who modeled the process after the German – 
Christliche Jungliche Vereinigungen.   This year they 
planned to have a meeting of Seniors in Jonkoping, the oldest 
YMCA in Sweden.  Their Seniors are most active in the Y’s Men 
and Anita and Barbo Thoren recently visited East Jerusalem 
to help charter a new club in that area. 

              FRANCE 
France:  Denis Mangado expresses hope that a new 

National General Secretary will help the movement in France 
recapture some of its Christian dimension, but he admits that 
times have been very difficult for all local associations during 
recent years.  He states that a recent book by Bernard Charles 
and a group of volunteers can best describe the events of the 
YMCA in France since 1955. 

 

ITALY  and FINLAND 
Bridges does want to recognize our colleagues in Italy, 

where Olinda Parachini and two others stay in regular contact 
by telephone and occasional visits and in Finland  where Jaakko 
Koikkalain tries to keep track of his other two colleagues in the 
country when they are both invited to attend meetings of national 
and local general secretaries. 

Kudos to  John Knox for providing a very thorough report 
on YMCA retiree groups and individuals in Central and Eastern 
Europe while he attended the WFYR sessions in San Diego. 

President Jim Lamb sends greetings mixed with deep concern 
over the severe riots that have been occurring in London and 
other cities.  He wonders how Y retirees view  such events and 
whether they wonder if perhaps their works with a generation of 
youth have really made a difference. He is uplifted by the reading 
of Jim Thomson’s research papers now published under the 
title  The Work of the YMCA Movements and the World 
Alliance with refugees and rehabilitation 1945 -1995. The 
book not only details the amazing service provided, but 
chronicles the sacrifices of a dedicated group of YMCA workers.

Reg Wake and Jim have been urging their members to 
contribute letters and updates on their lives as articles for the 
newsletter.  The responses indicate a high level  of support for 
the newsletter even if the individual is unable to attend 
gatherings.  Personal recollections provide a unique glimpse into 
the varied history of the YMCA in far flung communities. Aging, 
aches, and ailments do not seem to be slowing down the 
enthusiasm of the UK Retired. Bridges has received word that the 
on-going South West Reunions continue unabated with their 
yearly meetings in St. Ives, Cornwell.
